The 4114/4116 were originally intended as SIL 2 devices with a built-in 
surveillance of the mA output, causing the output of the device to enter 
a safe state (SIL lock) if the surveillance loop detected a difference in the 
output level compared to the input signal. We have listened to a number of 
customer requests and as default the device now allows the customer to 
disconnect the output signal and measure the mA level without engaging the 
SIL-lock. If the device is to be used in a SIL application, the safety readback 
must be actively selected in the menu.

Relay safety lock / relay latch

It is now possible to choose a “relay latch” function in the con�guration 
menu. This means that if the input signal exceeds the selected setpoint, thus 
causing the relay to close, it is only possible to reset / open the relay manually 
by way of the front keys on the 4501. When the relay latch function is not 
selected, the relay will open as normal when the input signal falls below the 
setpoint minus the hysteresis. This safety lock function has been requested 
by a number of customers, e.g. panel builders working with temperature 
surveillance where the user must take action if the selected temperature is 
exceeded.

We hope that you will give a warm welcome to these new functionalities 
which make the 4100 series even more �exible and user-friendly. The 
new functionalities will be featured by devices with serial numbers from 
090390001 and onward. These will be marketed when the earlier versions 
of the modules are sold out. The �rst product ready for release is the 4114 
which will be released in week 35. Please note that previous product versions 
cannot be �ashed up to include the new functions.
